Neither Derbyshire Dales District Council nor Derbyshire County 
		Council remove knotweed, unless it’s on council owned property.  It is the responsibility of 
		the landowner to remove/pay for the removal of Japanese knotweed.  If the parishioner 
		can find out who owns the land it may be possible to write to the landowner and let them 
		know about the problem.

		Concerns re speeding through Mappleton
		Cllr Marsh reported that some residents had raised concerns about speeding and had 
		asked if road humps could be installed.  
		
		The Clerk explained that road humps could only installed where street lighting is present.
