They also suggested that the village set up their own Community Speed Watch (CSW) which needs at least four people to attend training of about 1.5 hours one evening plus 15 minutes at the roadside. The volunteers must be able to hold the gun or write down registration numbers.  The details are then sent to Crest who issue letters to offenders.  The kit for this can be bought at a cost of approx. £700 or loaned from the police.  Several villages locally have carried out CSWs which have proved successful.
