2. To consider for approval the minutes of the last Parish Council Meeting – January 2025

4. Public participation
Concern from a number of residents that Footpath and Road signs which have broken or fallen over are not being repaired. The PC assured the member of public that broken and fallen sign posts are being reported to the appropriate authority.

5. Items outstanding from previous minutes - January

· 75/22 Footpath 9 broken sign
The broken footpath sign has been reported a number of times but no action has been taken by the DCC.
Clerk has written to the DCC to find out who Footpath 9 belongs to due to the report of 3 men in a van regularly visiting and taking photographs.

This footbridge still requires attention.

· Dec 23/5 Footpath 8 Broken Stile 
Stile still broken.

· Mar 24/1 Himalayan Balsam
Needs to be removed before it flowers and spreads.
Clerk to write to the Okeover Estate to ask that they remove any Himalyan Balsam along the river on their land.

· July 24/01 Refurbishment of the Pavilion
The inside is finished. Pavilion is not available yet for paying customers as the footpath is not safe to use especially after dark.
Work on the footpath is going to take place on July 18th. 1 company has donated materials and another company are volunteering to come and lay the path.

· July 24/02 Road Weeds
Quotes for the work will be ready for the next PC meeting. There is no money left at the end of the last financial year to pay for the work. Therefore the PC need to ask the DCC to do the work or use S137 money which would need to be voted upon.
Clerk to ensure quotes are ready for the next meeting.

· Sept 24/01 Callow Hall Planning Permission
The PC are concerned that the track created for construction work at Callow Hall remains in place and understand that this was not to become a permanent feature. A bin store has also been created at the bottom of the access track. Clerk wrote to the Planning Department of DDDC but has not received a reply.
Clerk to chase and if no reply received will submit a planning breach form.
     
· Sept 24/03 Audit

· Nov 24/01
Precept money has not been received as of the PC meeting

· Nov 24/02 .gov web site
There are many options available for the .gov web site. The Clerk needs time to research the best ones for Mappleton and present quotes to the PC.

· Nov 24/03 Road Closures in Ashbourne
The Clerk has written to Ashbourne Reborn and the Police with regard to increased traffic, speeding and accidents which have happened. Request was made for increased signage and traffic calming equipment.

· Nov 24/04 FS-Case-663699217 Stile at Mappleton Bridge
Stile is still not repaired. Some of the stones have been moved.

· Jan 25/01 Fire damage on road before Cloud Lodge
Clerk reported this FS-Case-677620539
Repairs have not been completed.

· Jan 25/05 Tree near the Haven Resting On A Wire
Clerk has reported FS-Case-701341755

· Jan 25/06 Telephone Box
Paint colour is ‘Currant Red’ BS381C-Red Gloss
Should be primed using DG142 synthetic undercoat.
Cllr Marsh will ask for a painting volunteer via the village WhatsApp Group.
Clerk is to find out what model of phone box it is and the correct pantone colour number.

· Jan 25/07 Gritting
There are no grit bins in the village. Community bus and school bus are coming through the village and the roads are not being gritted. PC noted that the Staffordshire Gritting Services are coming over the bridge and turning around at the junction.
