2 training sessions with the mobile speed cameras have taken place.
5 Volunteers are required and the monitoring is being done every 2 weeks.
If someone is caught speeding, 1st time they receive a letter, 2nd time another letter and 3rd time the Police visit them at home.
The team have to inform the Police the day before that they will be monitoring speeds.
Police are currently lending the equipment to the village, the equipment gets rotated around the villages.
Police have said that they will come to the village to do a ‘proper’ speed check.
3 different locations in the village that are suitable to use.
Cllrs discussed buying own equipment in the future and also having gateway speed signs located at the entrances to the village.
